|. INSTALLATION SETUP

1. All Miller Edge sensing edges are inspected and tested
prior to shipment to ensure quality. Upon opening the
shipping box, inspect your sensing edge and wiring for
shipping damage. If the shipping container appears to
be damaged, please notify carrier immediately.

2. Un-box and lay the sensing edge out straight. This will
allow the edge to relax and return to its original shape.

[I. INSTALLATION
1. Pre-drill a 1/4” hole 1/4” from each end of the mounting
channel.

2. Use provided self-drilling screws to secure cap through
the channel to mounting surface. Wire to controls.

Compress the sensing edge 2” from both ends and in the center and observe that it sends an electric signal to the
controls. Refer to your operator manual for detailed instructions about motor connections.
